BFSC - Policies and Procedures

** Due to insurance requirements, no skater will be allowed on ice unless fees have been paid.
1. Canskate learn to skate students should be 3 years old and must be able to go on the ice without parent. Parents of skaters under 12 years of age
must be present at the Ice Arena at all times.
2. All Canskaters MUST wear mittens and a hockey or bicycle helmet. Skaters must also have their own skates. There are no rentals available.
3. Membership fee must be paid at time of registration. Payment includes:

There will be no refunds once the session has started, and after first learn to skate lesson has been attended.
